Resolved by the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure ofthe US House ofRepresentatives, that 
pursuant to 40 U.S.C. §3307, appropriations are authorized for design and construction of a new 6,685 gross 
square foot facility, including the acquisition of approximately eight acres of land, for the United States 
Department of Agriculture Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service located at the Pembina, North Dakota 
U.S. Land Port of Entry, at a design cost of $284,000, a wetland mitigation cost of $540,000, an estimated 
construction cost of $4,297,000 and a management and inspection cost of $236,000 for a total estimated project 
cost of $5,357,000, a prospectus for which is attached to and included in this resolution. 

Provided, that the General Services Administration shall not delegate to any other agency the authority granted by 
this resolution.
