Provided further , not later than 30 calendar days after the date on which a request from the Chairman or Ranking 
Member of the Committee onTransportation and Infrastructure of the House of Representatives is received by the 
Administrator of General Services, the Administrator shall provide such Member a response in writing that 
provides any information requested regarding the project.
