Department ofJustice - Federal Bureau of Investigation, either through acquisition of an existing 
building or the acquisition of a site and construction, in Cleveland, OH at a site acquisition cost 
of $2,131,000, a design cost of$6,529,000, an estimated construction cost of $67,173,000 and a 
management and inspection cost of $4,353,000 for a total estimated project cost of $80,186,000, 
a prospectus for which is attached to and included in this resolution. 

Approval of this prospectus constitutes authority to execute an interim lease for all tenants, if necessary, 
prior to the construction ofa new facil ity o r acquisition of an existing facility. 

Provided, that the Administrator shall provide to the Chairman or Ranking Member of the Committee on 

Environment and Public Works of the Senate, in a t imely manner, requested documents and information 

regarding this prospectus and resulting contractual materials, without redaction other than redactions to 

exclude business confidential, proprieta1y, and/or procurement sensitive information. 

Provided, that the General Services Administration shall not delegate to any other agency the authority 

granted by this resolution.
